The Championships Adjudicating Panel (CAP) will be chaired by the ESF Technical Director who will appoint at least 2 other members of the Panel at least 30 days before the Start Date from event organisers or Team Managers with ECC experience who are expected to attend the event. The CAP shall be responsible for final decisions on all appeals during the Championships.

If a member of the CAP is from, or associated with, an MNA that is associated with an appeal, then the ESF Technical Director shall co-opt a neutral person for that appeal from the Championships Committee or one of the Team Managers in attendance.

The Championships will be run in accordance with the latest version of the Rules Governing the European Club Championships which are available on the ESF website: www.europeansquash.com
Important Information:  Your attention is drawn to Sections C and G of the latest edition of the Rules Governing the European Club Championships and in particular to Rule C2 and Rule G4.  
Please note: All players and officials are expected to be present at the Championships for the full duration of the event.   All matches must be played out.  Travel arrangements must be made to fit with the Championships schedule.  Failure to comply with any aspect of the Championship Rules, including the above, will result in relevant sanctions being applied in accordance with the ESF Code of Conduct.
SCHEDULE

Matches are scheduled to start on Thursday, 8th September at 09.00 hrs approximately and to finish on Saturday, 10th September afternoon. The prize-giving ceremony will take place at the Presentation Dinner which will be held in Belfast City Hall at 19.30pm. 

The format of the Championships will be determined by the number of entries received.  Teams should expect to play up to six matches to determine a full final order.

The Managers’ Meeting will take place on Wednesday, 7th September at 19.00 hrs.
The Presentation/Finals Party will be held on Saturday, 10th September, at 19:30 hrs at Belfast City Hall.
ACCOMMODATION & TRANSPORT

A shuttle service will be provided between the hotel and the club.
Airports

George Best Belfast City Airport.

This airport is 2 miles east of the city centre and a regular 20 minute (reduced frequency on Sunday) shuttle runs to the Championships hotel – Europa. Cost £3 return.

Belfast International Airport

This airport is located 20 miles north of the city – M2 motorway and a regular 15 minute (reduced frequency on Saturday & Sunday) shuttle runs to the Championships hotel. The journey takes 30-40 minutes and the cost is £10 return.

Rail

Central station – city centre (metro link to the Europa hotel) and Great Victoria Street station to the rear of the Europa hotel. Links to Dublin, 2 hours.

Boat

Terminals are 5-10 minutes drive north of the city centre. 

Road.

For those who may wish to travel from Dublin. The journey to Belfast is approximately 2 hours via the M1 motorway.

The Europa Hotel will house players, officials and supporters.  Twin rooms have been organized.  Single rooms have also been agreed at a supplement of €30/£25 per night.

Each team will be required to pay a standard package fee of €380/£336 per person (player, manager, official, supporter), which will cover four nights hotel accommodation (Wednesday, Thursday, Friday and Saturday), all meals from Wednesday dinner to Sunday breakfast and the Finals Party on Saturday plus transportation and free admission to all matches. For single rooms, there will be an extra charge of €30/£25 per night.

Bed breakfast and dinner will be at the Europa Hotel.  Lunch will be served at The Belfast Boat Club from 12.30pm – 4.00pm.  Because of the early start any person who would prefer a travel breakfast – fresh fruit, yogurt, fruit juice, bread can book this the night before.
Teams which do not want to take the standard package must pay a basic package fee of 

€100/£87 per person. This includes free admission to all matches and the Finals Party but does not cover transportation, food or accommodation.

25% of the total Standard Package Fee must be paid in Euro/Sterling to the accounts shown in the section “Payment” by 8th June 2011.  The rest of the Standard Package Fee (75%) or all of the Basic Package Fee must be paid in Euro/Sterling to the same accounts by 5 August 2011.

REFEREES

Teams will be expected to assist with refereeing and marking of matches.

ELIGIBILITY

Rule C.1:

Full Members of ESF, who have settled all financial obligations by the closing date of entry to the Championships and have not been prohibited from entering the event under the provisions of the Code of Conduct (see Appendix E) or for any other reason, shall be eligible to enter a Men’s and/or a Women’s team in the Championships.

Competing teams shall be those men’s and women’s teams who are the National Club Champions (or runners-up) as defined by the MNAs’ own rules and nominated by them, from the qualifying season. 

In the event an MNA has only one formally registered Club and consequently does not have National Club Championships, then that MNA may nominate a Club to represent it subject to the prior approval of the ESF Technical Director. In such circumstances, all players nominated in the squad must be eligible to represent that MNA in the European Team Championships.

In addition all players must be bona fide Club Members and non European players will not be eligible. (See C3)
The qualifying season shall be the twelve months period immediately preceding the Start Date of the Championships. In addition, the holders of the Championships together with the Host Club’s men’s and women’s teams are eligible to enter the Championships through their MNA(s). Where more than one team is entered from any one country, they shall be placed in different Pools where possible.

In the event that the National Club Champion (or Runner-up) is the Holder of the ESF Club Championship or the Host Club, then the Club that finished next in the National Championship may enter with the approval of the ESF Technical Director.

Rule C.2:

Any team reporting to the Championships with less than four eligible men or three eligible women will not be allowed to take part in the Championships.

Clubs entering the Championships shall list all players in their squads on the pro forma provided with the Entry Form, showing PSA/WISPA/National rankings where available as at the Closing Date for Entries with associated “bands” and “points” as defined in the tables below.  Players who are not members of PSA/WISPA but have held a PSA/WISPA ranking in the preceding 3 years prior to the Closing Date shall be “banded” as shown, except that if any player is nominated in a squad and nationally ranked at the Closing Date above any PSA/WISPA member, then he/she will be given the same notional “band” and “points” as the player nominated immediately below him/her.

Rule C.3:

A player shall be eligible to represent only one Club in these Championships (excluding national qualifying competitions) and only if:

a. he is eligible to represent a Country in the European Team Championships and
b. he has played for the Club in the qualifying competition on two or more occasions.

Rule 3a may be waived for one player in the team; and Rule 3b may be waived for one player in the squad, provided that the player is of lower strength than all other members of the squad and provided that the player has represented the Club in inter-Club competition on at least two occasions in the qualifying season. Rule 3b does not apply in the case of players from a Club from an MNA with no qualifying competition (see Rule C1 para 3 above).

Rule C.4:

In all cases where a player's eligibility is in doubt, it is obligatory upon the MNA for which the player wishes to play, to prove eligibility to the satisfaction of the ESF Officers before the Start Date.
SEEDING, DRAWS & MATCH SCHEDULES

In accordance with Rule G2, the Seeding Panel will seed: Men’s Squads based on the order of their players with the 4 highest “bands” that together do not exceed 60 “points”; and Women’s Squads based on the order of their players with the 3 highest “bands” that together do not exceed 40 “points”. 

The Technical Director shall provisionally seed the teams and make the provisional draws based on the declared final squad order.  The ESF office shall publish this information in time for the competing Clubs to receive them no later than 7 days before the Start Date. The Seeding Panel reserves the right to reseed a draw if there is a significant change in the “banding” of a team before the Start Date. There is no right of appeal against seedings or draws.

G. SEEDING OF TEAMS

Rule G1:
The ESF Technical Director will act as the Director of the Seeding Panel. He will nominate and the Officers will approve at least three members for the Panel at least 30 days before the Start Date. 

Rule G2:
The Seeding Panel shall provisionally seed: Men’s Squads based on the order of their players with the 4 highest “bands” that together do not exceed 60 “points”; and Women’s Squads based on the order of their players with the 3 highest “bands” that together do not exceed 40 “points”. 
Rule G3:
The Technical Director shall provisionally seed the teams and make the provisional draws based on the declared final squad order. The ESF Office shall publish this information in time for the competing Clubs to receive them no later than 7 days before the Start Date. The Seeding Panel reserves the right to reseed a draw if there is a significant change in the “banding” of a team before the Start Date. There is no right of appeal against seedings or draws.  

Rule G4:
All players named in the squad must be present at the time of the Managers Meeting or must have provided proof of travel arrangements that will ensure they are available for play throughout the whole Championships; this proof of travel arrangements must be produced at the Managers Meeting.
If a player is travelling by car or by some other form of non-scheduled transport, confirmation signed by the Team Manager to the effect that the player will arrive before the start of the first scheduled tie must be produced at the Managers Meeting.
All players must be present before the time of the first scheduled tie.  (Subsequent non-arrival will be considered a Code of Conduct offence and appropriate action will be considered against the player and the Team Manager concerned.)
Any player who does not comply with the above conditions will not be permitted to play and the draw will be re-seeded by the Seeding Panel.  There is no right of appeal against seeding or draw.
