Detailed rules and regulations for these Championships are referred to below and may be found on the ESF website at www.europeansquash.com
Only official entry forms which are endorsed by Member National Associations will be accepted.  These forms must be sent to both the Organisers and the European Squash Federation.

ENTRIES AND ENTRY FORMS
Eligible MNAs may enter at least 1 and no more than 4 Men and/or at least 1 and no more than 3 Women in the Championships. The Host MNA may, in addition, enter a maximum of 2 “wild cards” in each event. Every MNA is guaranteed 1 player in each event and the Host MNA is guaranteed 2 players in each event; additional entries will depend on the total number of entries (maximum 56 per event) and will be allocated by the Seeding Panel in line with Rule C5. Spaces in the draws may be filled by players of lower strength from the Host MNA. Losers in the Qualifying Rounds will join 1st Round losers in the Play-Off draws.

At the time of entry, please also send a photograph, by email, of all players and officials to the tournament organisers at ps@squashcity.pl. These photographs will be used for the tournament website and for Identity & Accreditation cards.
ENTRY FEES AND PACKAGES

The Entry Fee for the Championships is €122 and must be sent to the Host MNA by the Closing Date of Friday, 25 March 2011. If the Entry Form and Entry Fee are not received by the Closing Date, the entry will be handled as a late entry.

Please note that there are two fee options: Standard Package and Basic Package. All participants must pay either the Standard Package or the Basic Package fee. Both the Standard Package and the Basic Package include the €119 Entry Fee.

If a player withdraws and is replaced by another player from the same country in line with Rule C6, then the Entry Fee may be transferred to cover the replacement player.

The official Championships hotel is the 4* Jan III Sobieski Hotel, Artura Zawiszy Square 1, Warsaw,
The Standard Package is €546 per person for 4 nights, starting with lunch on the Wednesday and finishing with breakfast on Sunday. The package includes accommodation in twin bedded rooms, breakfast at the hotel and all other meals at the restaurant in the Club, the Final Party, transportation to/from Warsaw Chopin Airport (WAW) and Warsaw Central Railway Staion (Warszawa Centralna), admission to all court viewing areas and an organisation fee. (The €546 includes the €122 entry fee shown above.)

The cost of an extra night’s bed and breakfast in a twin room is €53 per person on Tuesday 24 May and Sunday 29 May.

A limited number of single rooms are available at an extra charge of €42 per room per night (€168 per room for 4 nights; €210 per room for 5 nights; €252 per room for 6 nights).

If the Standard Package is not chosen, then the Basic Package must be paid for. The Basic Package is €122 per person. This does not include accommodation, meals and transportation but does include an organisation fee, the Finals Party and admission to all court viewing areas on all 4 days and the entry fee.

If the Standard Package is booked, then the Entry Fee will be treated as a deposit for accommodation and the rest of the Standard Package must be paid not later than Friday, 25 March 2011. If the entry fee is not paid by this date, the entry may be cancelled with the MNA being subject to a withdrawal fee (see Rule A11).

If the Basic Package is booked, the Package is covered by the Entry Fee and no further Package Fee is required.

All positions in the Championships will be played out. Therefore, all players are expected to stay for the duration, complete all their matches and attend the Opening Ceremony and the Finals Party.

LATE ENTRIES & WITHDRAWALS

If the Entry Form and/or Entry Fee are not received by the closing date, the entry will be handled as a late entry. Acceptance of any such late entry cannot be guaranteed. Late entries will only be accepted at the discretion of the Championships Director and ESF Technical Director.

If a player withdraws before the Start Date, he/she may be replaced by a player of lower strength from the same Country. The Host MNA reserves the right to retain all or part of the Entry Fee should a player or associated official withdraw, without being replaced, less than 30 days before the Start Date.
ELIGIBILITY

1. Members of the ESF who have settled all financial obligations by the Closing Date and have not been prohibited from participating under the provisions of the Code of Conduct (see Appendix E) or for any other reason shall be eligible to enter players in the Championships.

2.  A player shall be eligible to represent a Country in the Championships only:

a) if he has not represented another country, in a recognized international squash team event in any age group, in the 36 months preceding the Start Date and
b) if he represents

i. the Country of his birth


or
ii. the Country in which he is a citizen
or
iii. the Country in which he has been resident for a minimum of three years immediately preceding the Start Date.
A properly qualified player, who has once represented a Country in a recognised international squash team event, shall be eligible to represent that Country thereafter, until such time as he exercises a qualification to represent another Country, thus making him no longer eligible under Rule 3a) or 3b).

3. In all cases where a player's eligibility is in doubt, it is obligatory upon the MNA for which the player wishes to play, to prove eligibility to the satisfaction of the ESF Officers before the Start Date.
SEEDINGS AND DRAWS

The Seeding Panel will seed players based on the top 100 PSA, top 50 WISPA and National Rankings available 30 days before the Start Date. Although the Panel will take particular note of top 100 PSA and top 50 WISPA rankings, it reserves the right to insert lower ranked and non-Members of PSA and WISPA as seeds if justified by National Rankings or results of National Championships.

The ESF Office will circulate the draft seedings to participating MNAs 21 days before the Start Date. Final seedings will be subject to changes effected by Rules G6 and G7.

If a player is withdrawn less than 30 days before the Start Date and is replaced in line with Rule C6 up to 3 days before the Start Date, the draw will be reseeded.

The ESF Technical Director will make the draws 3 days before the Start Date. Players will be placed in each draw using the Random Draw method. Every effort will be made to avoid players from the same Country meeting in the Qualifying Rounds and 1st Rounds of the Main Draws.

If a player is withdrawn less than 3 days before the Start Date and is replaced in line with Rule C6 no later than 09:00 hours on the day before the Start Date, the draw will be reseeded provided the player was the 1st or 2nd seed, or provided any 2 of the top 8 seeds have withdrawn. The vacant seeds in the 1/8 group will be replaced by seeds from the 9/16 group, etc.

In the event of any withdrawal later than 09:00 hours on the day before the Start Date, the draw will stand. Replacement players may then be included in the draw in line with Rule C6 at the discretion of the ESF Technical Director.

MNAs have no right of appeal against seedings or draws (Rule G5).

TRANSPORT

Participants will be met at Warsaw Chopin Airport (WAW) and Warsaw Central Railway Staion (Warszawa Centralna).

There will be a shuttle service connecting the two points of arrival with the official hotel on arrival and departure day and on other days upon request.

A shuttle service will be operating during the tournament and connect the official hotel with the venue. The hotel is about 5 minutes from the Squash centre by bus or 20 minutes on foot.
REFEREES

Four qualified WSF/European Regional referees will be invited in order to ensure a high level of refereeing. A number of Polish markers will be used although players will be expected to referee some matches – especially plate matches – as in previous years.
SCORING AND COURTS

PAR 11 scoring will be used (to 2 clear points).

The Championships shall be played under the latest Rules of the Singles Game of Squash as published by the WSF. All matches shall be played on courts with 19 inch (48 cm) tins, except that a court with a 17 inch (43 cm) tin will be used for both Men’s semi-finals, 3/4 play-off and final if the court’s tin is readily adjustable. Both semi-finals must be played on courts with the same height of tin.

Practice courts will be available free of charge on Tuesday and on Wednesday morning but must be booked in advance through the Tournament Office.

SQUASH BALLS

The Dunlop PRO XX ball will be used.

WISPA RECOGNITION
We are delighted that WISPA is recognising the Women’s Championship as a Super Challenger event. Ranking points will be awarded automatically to all WISPA Regional members and players ranked lower than fifty at the time entries close as for a WISPA $4,000 event. Higher ranked players wishing to claim points and lower ranked players NOT wishing to take them must notify the WISPA office accordingly within 24 hours of the conclusion of the event. If desired, members may fax or e-mail to state that they do not wish to have points awarded, if applicable, at any time in the future, unless the office is notified

otherwise.
DOPE TESTING
The ESF and PSF reserve the right to implement compulsory dope testing for any player participating in the Championships. 

Dope testing may be carried out by the Polish Commission Against Doping in Sport in line with the doping regulations published by the WSF.

MNAs are responsible for informing all their participants (including managers, coaches and physiotherapists) about the latest WSF policy on doping; and must impose the standard WSF suspension from all forms of competitive squash upon a player who has used banned substances or practices.
INSURANCE AND RISKS
Players enter and play in the Championships at their own risk.

Neither the ESF, the Host Association, the Host Club nor the Organisers will accept any responsibility for injury or other damages arising from participation in the Championships.

Players will be required to sign a disclaimer to this effect upon reception of their accreditation.
CLOTHING AND ADVERTISING

The WSF clothing and advertising regulations will be adhered to. In all matters of judgement or opinion arising from the interpretation of this clothing rule, the decision of the Championships Referee shall be final, except that he/she may not rule illegal or unacceptable an item or a design which has been approved by WSF.

VISA PROCEDURES
EU nationals do not require a visa to enter the Republic of Poland. Generally speaking, all other foreigners require a

visa for stays in Poland. A visa is not required for semi-annual visits of up to three months for nationals of those countries for which the European Community has abolished the visa requirement.

Nationals needing a Visa to enter Poland are required to contact the respective Polish embassy or consular section responsible for their country. A list of those countries can be found on the website of the Polish Ministry of Foreign Affairs under:

Visas are issued by the mission responsible for the area in which the applicant has his/her ordinary residence or domicile.

The Organisers will send out written confirmation of entries only if:

- the entry was made formally by the respective National Federation

- the entry fee has been paid properly

- the package fee has been paid properly (only applies for confirmation of hotel)

After the reception of the confirmation letter the National Federation should contact the respective Polish embassy or consular section being responsible for the country immediately.

The Organisers would like to underline that Visa procedures are the responsibility of the applying person/s. In any case but in particular in the case of late registration or failing respective Visa and immigration procedures the Organisers are not responsible for the participant’s visas. The Organisers however will be glad to assist when questions on Visa procedures should apply.

The Organisers would also like to stress strongly that no visas will be issued at the Polish passport control and all documentation has to be prepared beforehand. In no case Polish authorities will grant entry to Poland without proper papers.

The Organisers refuse any liability for problems with Visa. The final decision always rests with the public authorities.
