Packages
The package price is € 110 per person per day, including accommodation in twin rooms, breakfast at the hotel, all other meals at the club, transportation to and from Schiphol airport or Schiphol railway station, the final dinner and organisation costs. A limited number of single rooms are available at an extra charge of  € 40 per person per night. 
Extra nights accommodation outside of the package are available at € 65 per person per night (twin room), including breakfast at the hotel.

Teams wishing to make their own arrangements must pay an organisational fee of € 140 per person, which includes free admission to all matches and the final dinner.

Due to the high demand for hotel accommodation at this time in Amsterdam, we ask you to indicate your approximate accommodation requirements with your entry form.

Championship Office

The main championship office will be situated at the venue. It will be open from 
09.00 - 22.00 hrs every day of the championship and on Tuesday, 29th April from 14.00 – 18.00 hrs.

Transport
The Organisers will provide transport between the hotel and the venue. There is a free shuttle bus service between Schiphol Airport and the Ibis Hotel (departure from bus stop A9 at the Airport).

In accordance with Rule E5 of the Rules Governing the European Team Championships, a passport size photograph and short biography of all players, manager, coach and other officials must be sent to the Organising Committee by Monday, 31st March 2008, with FORM D.


Please send in your photographs on the biography form.  There will NOT be a camera available at the hotel and photo badges must be worn during the event.  (If a photograph is not sent with the form, you will need to find a photo booth and obtain a photograph before you can register.)


Please return the Team Order Form (FORMS E1 & E2) by Monday, 31st March 2008 to ESF.

Practice times

Courts for practice (free of charge) are available from Tuesday, 29th April 2008. The schedule for the practice times will be available from the Championship Office.

Eligibility

All players will be required to present their passports to the Technical Director to confirm eligibility before being permitted to compete. This can be done at any time from Tuesday, 29th April 2008 at the championship office.

Anti Doping Controls

Dope testing will be carried out in accordance with ESF regulations.

Visas

Please note that visas may be required to enter the Netherlands. It is the responsibility of MNAs to ensure that all players and officials have the appropriate documentation and that visas are applied for in plenty of time before the tournament.

Functions

There will be a welcome dinner on Tuesday, 29th April 2008 in the evening. Full details of this and other functions will be supplied before the event in the Championship Manual.

Team Orders

Your team order must be submitted on the Team Order Form (FORMS E1 & E2) to ESF by Monday, 31st March 2008 in accordance with Rule L1 of current ESF European Team Championship Regulations.


If team orders are not submitted by Monday, 31st March 2008 the team may be scratched from the Championship at the discretion of the ESF officers and the MNA will be liable for a fine under Appendix E to the Rules (Code of Conduct).  (Rule L1)


Changes to squad members or squad orders justified by changes in current form may be lodged in writing (by hand, letter, email or fax) with the Championship Director by 18.00hrs on Tuesday, 29th April 2008.  (Rule L2)
The Championship Director will announce all nominations by 20.00hrs on Tuesday, 29th April 2008 to the Team Managers who then have two hours in which to lodge any objections with the Championship Director. Objections must be in writing, stating reasons and justified with evidence such as results or rankings.  (NB: The only acceptable forms of evidence are: current PSA/WISPA rankings; National rankings; results from the latest National Championships.  No other results will be considered.)
The Championships Adjudicating Panel will handle decisions about objections and the final order will be announced by 24.00hrs on Tuesday, 29th April 2008 at the latest.

A Team Manager may request permission from the Championships Adjudicating Panel to replace a member of his squad at any time during the Championships. Such permission will only be given if the reason is considered to be legitimate (e.g. illness or injury) and provided that the replacement player is accepted as being of lower strength than all members of the squad previously nominated.


Team Managers’ Meetings

The first Team Managers’ meeting for the Team Championship will be held at the Championship Hotel at 19.00 hrs on Tuesday, 29th April 2008.

Anthems / Flags

Each competing nation is required to bring a large national flag and CD of their national anthem for possible host use.

TEAMS AND THEIR PLAYERS ENTER AND PLAY AT THEIR OWN RISK. THE ESF, DUTCH SQUASH ASSOCIATION OR THE ORGANISING COMMITTEE OF THESE EUROPEAN TEAM CHAMPIONSHIPS DO NOT ACCEPT ANY RESPONSIBILITY FOR INJURY OR LOSS ARISING FROM PARTICIPATION.


ESF RECOMMENDS THAT ALL OFFICIALS AND PARTICIPANTS HAVE FULL TRAVEL, MEDICAL AND POSSESSIONS INSURANCE WHEN TRAVELLING TO ANY CHAMPIONSHIP.

Seeding and Draws

The ESF Technical Director will seed the teams based on the results of last year’s Championships in accordance with Rule G2.  In accordance with Rule G3, draws will be circulated to participating MNAs by Wednesday, 9th April 2008.

Referees

In accordance with ESF rules, members shall provide one referee per team entered. Any MNA having 40 courts or less will be required to provide only one referee, even if two teams are entered.  

Any MNA that is genuinely unable to provide referees on the above scale from within its own Country should advise the ESF Office at least 90 days before the Start Date. The ESF Office, through the ESF Referees Committee, will try to find replacement referees who are qualified ESF Regional or WSF International/World Referees.   MNAs shall be responsible for the travel costs and out of pocket expenses of their referee(s) and any replacement referee(s) acting on their behalf.

If the ESF Office is given insufficient notice or is unable to find replacement referees, then the MNA shall pay the Host Association € 390 per missing referee. The ESF cannot be held responsible if replacement referees are not found.  

Squash Balls

The Dunlop PRO XX ball will be used.

Late entry
