Categories  

Under 13, 15, 17, 19 boys and girls.  Players may only enter one category.  

Eligibility 

Open to all players under the age of 13, 15, 17, 19 respectively on 20 July 2008.

Seeding  

The seeding will be carried out by the ESF using the European Junior Rankings valid at the date that entries close.  The tournament director will seed players from outside Europe who do not have an ESF Junior Ranking.
Matches

Under WSF (World Squash Federation) rules, all matches will be played as best of five games.

Refereeing

All players will be expected to mark and referee matches.

Squash Ball

The Dunlop Pro XX will be the official match squash ball of the Heriot-Watt University Junior Open 2008.

Prizes

Trophies will be awarded to all categories. 

Insurance

Players enter and play in the Heriot-Watt Junior Open 2008 at their own risk.  Scottish Squash and ESF cannot accept responsibility for any injury arising from participating in the tournament. Competitors must arrange their own insurance cover. 

Eye Protection

Under WSF (World Squash Federation) and Scottish Squash rules all players aged under 19 must wear approved eye protection when entering a squash court and competing during the event (including during the knock-up).  Players will not be allowed to compete without approved eye protection and checks may be made.  See Scottish Squash’s Eye Protection Policy on www.scottishsquash.org

Only entries made through, and endorsed by, the relevant National Association will be accepted.  National Associations are requested to complete the individual’s national ranking details.  Players may enter only one category.

Details of the National Squash Centre, travel information and accommodation will be sent to competitors or their National Association by e-mail.

Late entries or entries received without payment or recognised Association endorsement will not be accepted.

Draw

A list of seedings will be circulated to the National Association by e-mail. First round match times will be posted on the Scottish Squash Performance website at www.squashinfoscotland.com
A maximum draw size of 64 will be adhered to for all age group categories.

(NB:  the draw will not be published in advance.)
Penalties
In accordance with ESF Junior Guidelines, the following penalties will be applied as necessary:

E. 4.a)
If a player makes a late withdrawal from a tournament (2 days or less before the start date), a doctor’s certificate confirming injury/illness must be provided to avoid penalties.  The medical certificate (with a translation in English) must clearly state the player’s name, date of birth and the nature of the illness/injury; the certificate must cover the date of the relevant tournament and must be sent to the ESF office within two days after the final day of the tournament (email: esf@europeansquash.com; fax +44 1424 202463).  Any player making a late withdrawal not supported by a medical certificate will receive zero points for the tournament which will count as one of their 4 best results for the rolling 12 month period and will be taken into account when dividing the points to obtain the ranking average.   This penalty will be applied automatically unless the ESF office receives a doctor’s certificate within two days of the final day of the tournament.  

If a player commits this offence for a second time within a 12 month period, he/she will be banned from the ESF Junior Circuit for a period of 12 months.


b)
If a player has entered a tournament and fails to turn up, he/she will receive zero ranking points for the tournament.  These zero points will count as one of the player’s 4 best results for the rolling 12 month period and will be taken into account when dividing the points to obtain the ranking average.  This penalty will be applied automatically.

If a player commits this offence for a second time within a 12 month period, he/she will be banned from the ESF Junior Circuit for a period of 12 months.


c)
If a player fails to play out all scheduled matches for any reason other than illness or injury, he/she will receive zero ranking points for the tournament.  Illness or injury must be verified by the tournament director and, if possible, by medical certificate sent to the ESF office within two days of the final day of the tournament.  If zero points are awarded, the points will count as one of the player’s 4 best results for the rolling 12 month period and will be taken into account when dividing the points to obtain the ranking average.  This penalty will be applied automatically.  



If a player commits this offence for a second time within a 12 month period, he/she will be banned from the ESF Junior Circuit for a period of 12 months.
