All international entries must be made through/endorsed by a player’s national association.  Any entry not approved by a player’s national association will not be accepted.  England Squash registered players may enter direct (but entries must be endorsed by England Squash).                      
SEEDING
The seeding will be carried out by the ESF in conjunction with the tournament organiser using the ESF Junior Rankings valid at the closing date for entries.

MATCHES
All matches will be played as the best of five games, under the rules of the WSF.

REFEREEING
All players will be expected to mark and referee matches.

BALL
The Dunlop Pro XX ball will be used.

PRIZES
There will be trophies and prizes donated by Tecnifibre in all categories as well as sponsorship terms available from the NSRC Club shop, Playing In The Park. For more information about Tecnifibre products, please visit www.tecnifibre.com
EYE GUARDS
In accordance with ESF rules, all competitors must wear approved protective eye guards properly over the eyes at all times during competition play. This includes the warm-up.

INSURANCE
Players enter and play in the tournament at their own risk. Neither the organisers nor the ESF accept any responsibility for injury arising from participation in the event.  Players must arrange their own insurance.

REGULATIONS
This tournament is part of the European Junior Circuit.  It will be run in accordance with the ESF Junior Circuit Guidelines (copy available on the ESF website www.europeansquash.com ).  All participating MNAs should ensure that all relevant people (including coaches, managers and players) are aware of the Guidelines and their requirements.
Penalties are applicable for late withdrawals, no shows and failure to play out all matches, as set out in the Guidelines at E.4.a, E.4.b and E.4.c, namely:


E.4.a:  If a player makes a late withdrawal from a tournament (2 days or less before the start date), they must supply a doctor’s certificate confirming injury/illness to avoid penalties.  The medical certificate (with a translation in English) must clearly state the player’s name, date of birth and the nature of the illness/injury; the certificate must cover the date of the relevant tournament and must be sent to the ESF office within two days after the final day of the tournament (email: esf@europeansquash.com; fax: +44 1424 202 463).  Any player making a late withdrawal not supported by a medical certificate will receive zero points for the tournament which will count as one of their 4 best results for the rolling 12 month period and will be taken into account when dividing the points to obtain the ranking average.  The penalty will be applied automatically unless the ESF office receives a doctor’s certificate within two days of the final day of the tournament.  If a player commits this offence for a second time within a 12 month period, they will be banned from the ESF Junior Circuit for a period of 12 months.

E.4.b:  If a player has entered a tournament and fails to turn up, they will receive zero points for the tournament.  These zero points will count as one of the player’s 4 best results for the rolling 12 month period and will be taken into account when dividing the points to obtain the ranking average.  This penalty will be applied automatically unless the ESF office receives a doctor’s certificate within two days of the final of the tournament (email: esf@europeansquash.com; fax: +44 1424 202 463) the medical certificate (with translation in English) must clearly state the player’s name, date of birth and the nature of the illness/injury; and must cover the date of the relevant tournament.  If a player commits this offence for a second time within a 12 month period, they will be banned from the ESF Junior Circuit for a period of 12 months.

E.4.c:  If a player fails to play out all scheduled matches, he/she will receive zero points for the tournament.  These zero points will count as one of the player’s 4 best results for the rolling 12 month period and will be taken into account when dividing the points to obtain the ranking average.  This penalty will be applied automatically.  If a player commits this offence for a second time within a 12 month period, he/she will be banned from the ESF Junior Circuit for a period of 12 months.
