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Only official entry forms which are endorsed by Member National Associations will be accepted.  These forms must be sent to both the Organisers and the European Squash Federation.

The entry fee for the Team Championships is €140 per team, paid directly to the ESF.

The entry fee for the Individual Championships is € 10 per player.

If more than 24 teams request standard packages, availability will be decided on a “first come first served” basis.  All entries will be acknowledged and forms for hotel booking and travel information will be sent to the participating MNAs.
Each MNA shall have the right to enter 4 girls and 4 boys in the Individual Events provided they meet the eligibility criteria defined in Rule C3 (except in the unlikely event that more than 64 Entries are received in either event, when the ESF Technical Director will reduce numbers at his discretion).
Each MNA may seek to enter no more than 2 additional players in each event (Rule C5).  These players will be put on Reserve Lists and may be added to the draw at the discretion of the ESF Technical Director if there are less than 64 entries. If there are still less than 64 entries in either event 21 days before the Start Date then draws may be filled by players of lower strength from the Host MNA.
LATE ENTRIES & WITHDRAWALS
 Depending on the number of entries, late entries may be accepted in the Team and Individual Events.

The ESF shall impose a penalty fee, additional to the entry fee, to cover additional costs incurred when an MNA withdraws a team from the Championships (Rule A11). The penalty fees are:
· Withdrawal 60 days or more before the Start Date
 - 100% of Entry Fee per team.
· Withdrawal 30 to 59 days before the Start Date - 200% of Entry Fee per team.
· Withdrawal less than 30 days before the Start Date - 300% of Entry Fee per team.

Furthermore, the ESF shall impose a penalty fee of € 45 and the MNA shall forfeit the €10 entry fee when a MNA withdraws an individual from either of the Individual Championships less than 30 days before the Start Date (Rule A11).
Additionally, the Host Association also reserves the right to retain:

· 25% of the paid package fees (basic or standard) should a team withdraw or should a member of a squad or associated official withdraw after 1st of February.

· 50% of the paid package fees (basic or standard) should a team withdraw or should a member of a squad or associated official withdraw after 1st of March.
· 100% of the paid packages fees (basic or standard) should an athlete of the individual event or should a team withdraw or should a member of a squad or associated official withdraw after 24th of March.
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WISPA RISING STARS
The Girls’ U19 event will be registered as a WISPA Rising Stars event.
ELIGIBILITY
Teams shall represent MNAs of the ESF which have settled all financial obligations by the closing date of entry to the Championships and have not been prohibited from entering the Team Event under the provisions of the Code of Conduct or for any other reason.  Participating nations must be Full Members.  Players are eligible to represent an MNA provided they satisfy the criteria laid down in Rule C3 of the Rules Governing the European Junior U19 Championships.

All players in the Individual Events shall be under the age of 19 years on the final scheduled day of the Individual Championships (3rd of April 2012).

SEEDING & PLAYING ORDER OF TEAMS
The ESF Seeding Panel will seed teams in the presence of the Championships Adjudicating Panel during the afternoon on the day of the Semi-Finals of the Individual Events (2nd of April 2012), based on the current form and order of the players nominated in each team.  If there is no significant difference in the strength of up to 4 teams, then the relative seeding of these teams will be done by lot.
The playing order of matches in all Ties on each day of the Championships will be drawn by the CAP at 09:00 on the day of the Semi-Finals of the Individual Events and shall be posted in the Tournament Office and in the official hotel(s). 
Team Managers will be advised of the venue of the draw so they may attend if they wish.  Details of the playing order shall be posted in the Tournament Office and on the tournament website.

All Ties played each day will use the same playing order. The #1 boy must play 1st or 2nd – leaving 4 possible playing permutations (1-2-3, 1-3-2, 2-1-3, 3-1-2).
TEAM & SQUAD ORDER
1. MNAs must lodge with the ESF Office at least 30 days before the Start Date, by post, email or fax, the names of the players in their squads in descending order of strength (keeping Boys and Girls separate). This must reflect the current form of players (e.g. past three months Junior Open and Closed results, Invitation Tournaments etc). Not more than 3 boys and 2 girls may be nominated; and only those players who have been officially nominated may play in any match.


Any squad that has not been lodged correctly by the deadline may be scratched from the Team Championship at the discretion of the ESF Officers and risks being ignored for seeding purposes; and the MNA will be liable for a fine under the Code of Conduct (see Appendix E).
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2. MNAs may lodge in writing (by hand, letter or email) with the Championships Director by 21:00 hours on the day before the Semi-Finals of the Individual Events (the “Final Submission Date”), changes to their squad names, and/or changes to their squad orders justified by changes in current form. 

3. The Championships Director will announce all nominations by 09:00 hours on the day of the Semi-Finals of the Individual Events. Details shall be posted in the Tournament Office and on the internet.

4. Any objections to a playing order or player eligibility must be lodged with the Championships Director by 12:00 hours on the day of the Semi-Finals of the Individual Events. Objections must be in writing and be justified with evidence such as recent results or rankings.

5. The CAP will scrutinise nominations and will consider any objection lodged with the Championships Director. The CAP reserves the right to amend any squad order without formal objection. Team Managers must be available between 12:00 and 20:00 hours to give evidence to the CAP if required. The Team Manager will be advised immediately if his squad is subject to objection or amendment; or if he is required to justify player eligibility or playing order to the CAP. The CAP will hear his justification with the objecting manager(s) invited to be present. The decision of the CAP will be final.


The Seeding Panel will then do the seeding in line with Rule G2. The Championships Director will announce the seedings and draw by 20:00 hours on the day of the Semi-Finals of the Individual Events. MNAs have no right of appeal against seeding or draw.

6. The squad playing order must be adhered to throughout the Championships. Any player can be omitted from a Tie provided the others play in the order of merit approved by the CAP. 


Unless the Championships Director is notified otherwise in writing at least one hour before the scheduled start of a Tie or within 10 minutes of completion of the previous Tie (whichever is the later), Managers shall be deemed to have selected their top players. The CAP reserves the right to allow changes to player nominations after the deadline for each Tie in exceptional circumstances.

7. A Team Manager may request permission from the CAP to replace a member of his squad at any time after the Final Submission Date and through the Championships. Such permission will only be given if the reason is considered by the CAP to be legitimate (e.g. illness, injury or force majeure) and provided that the replacement player is accepted by the CAP as being of lower strength than all members of the squad previously nominated.


The Championships Director will advise all Team Managers in writing if a player is being replaced. Any appeal against the decision to replace or not replace a player must be made within two hours to the CAP.


All player privileges and facilities will be passed on to any replacement player, on arrival at the Championships, by the player being replaced and the replaced player may not rejoin his squad during the Championships.


A Team Manager may, at any time during the Championships, appeal to the CAP if he has evidence that a player, in an opposing squad, is likely to compete, or has competed when unfit.


If this appeal is upheld, then the player in question may not be nominated to compete in any Tie until approved by the CAP and appropriate action may be taken against the squad concerned.

SEEDING & DRAWS IN THE INDIVIDUAL EVENT
The seedings and draws for the Individual event will be sent no later than 14 days before the Start Date to the participating Member National Associations.  The information will also be published on the tournament website. There is no right of appeal against seeding or draw.
SCORING & REFEREEING
PAR 11 scoring will be used (to 2 clear points) on both events.

The Organization will ensure (through the Championships Referee) that a Referee and Marker sufficiently qualified officiate at every match in the Team Championship, but players or officials from the two competing teams in a tie may be asked to mark and referee their matches. 

Teams must provide markers, as requested by the Championships Referee, who shall present a schedule of requirements at the Managers’ Meeting, prior to the start of the Event.
For the Individual Championships, players may be requested to referee and mark up to the last 8 places.  The Swiss Squash Association shall provide qualified referees and markers for all subsequent rounds.

ENTRIES/PAYMENTS CLOSING DATES

VENUE SITES

The tournament will be held in two squash clubs, 200m apart from each other, using a total of
11 squash courts.

· Solinca Dragão: it is a modern sports centre within the soccer stadium of FC Porto. This squash centre has eight ASB courts with one central court with seats for 200 persons. This venue site is near to one of the official tournament hotels and has a Metro station just outside. Small meals/snacks and drinks will be available at the Solinca Dragão. Also, a free shuttle bus service will be available for transportation between this club and tournament hotels.
· Monte Aventino: this is also a recent sports centre with four ASB courts, with seats for 50 persons each. This venue site is near Solinca Dragão and also near one of the official tournament hotels and has a Metro station 250m away. Small meals/snacks and drinks will be available and a free shuttle bus service will be available for transportation between this club and tournament hotels.
CHAMPIONSHIPS OFFICE
The Championships Office will be located in Solinca Dragão and will be open from 09:00 until 19:00 every day of the Championships.
PRACTICE COURTS

Practice courts will be available on both clubs on the day before the beginning of the individual event, during the individual event and on the rest day. Reservations will be limited and will be available on a “first come first served” basis for players/teams with all fees paid.


HOTELS


Accommodation included in the tournament packages will be provided by the two official tournament Hotels: AC Hotel Porto**** and Porto Antas Hotel***. Package reservations can only be made through the tournament organization.

PACKAGES & TRANSPORT
Porto international airport is 17 Km from venue site and hotels. The airport can be reached by train, metro, bus or taxi. Transportation from and to the airport will be arranged by the organization when requested by players that have paid the Standard Package. Meals (lunch and dinner) will be provided at the venue site and breakfasts on hotels.

Tournament packages will be available for players, teams and accompanying persons. For people entering only on one of the events a Standard package of 5 nights stay is available. For the individual event the standard package will start with dinner on the 30th of March and will end with breakfast on the 4th of April.  For the team event the standard package will start with dinner on the 4th of April and will end with breakfast on the 9th of April. 
· Standard Package, €368.00 per person/per event, which includes:
· 5 night's accommodation on double room (including breakfast) – each person should indicate the first night stay; extra nights are available at €54 per night/person; single room occupancy is available at an extra €33.00 per night/person (extra nights also include breakfast but no extra meals);

· 9 meals (starting with dinner of first night stay); a limited number of vouchers for extra meals will be available to be purchased during the event at a cost of €15/each;
· Scheduled transfers from airport to Venue/Hotels.

· Discount on cultural/entertaining events and participation gifts.

· Basic Package, €108.00 (Team Event) / €81.00 (Individual Event) which includes:
· Participation gifts.
The package fees covers organization of the event, a welcome pack, admission to all court viewing areas and, for those in the Team Event, a final evening party/function or special dinner.

The Host Association can only guarantee packages for a maximum of 7 people per squad (including reserves and officials) in the Team event and for all competing players in the Individual Events starting from the evening dinner before the Start Date and ending with breakfast on the morning following the finals for each Event.
The Host Association is not obliged to help find or provide accommodation, offer packages or provide local transport for supporters but may do so if approached directly by an MNA, provided priority is given to nominated players and officials.
TRAVEL & ACCOMODATION DETAILS 
For individuals and teams requesting standard or extended packages, the organization will send a travel and accommodation details form to be filled and sent back in no more than two weeks.

DRUGS

The ESF and the Portuguese Squash Federation reserve the right to implement compulsory dope testing for any player participating in the Championships. The doping regulations shall be those published by
the WSF. There is also a possibility that other public authorities may carry out dope testing.

Players are responsible for briefing themselves on the latest WSF policy on doping; and need to be aware that MNAs will impose the standard WSF suspension from all forms of competitive squash upon a player who has used banned substances or practices.
INSURANCE & RISK & EYE-PROTECTION
Players enter and play in the Championships at their own risk. Neither the ESF, the Host Association, the Host Club nor the Organisers will accept any responsibility for injury or other damages arising from participation in the Championships. Players will be required to sign a disclaimer to this effect upon reception of their accreditation.
The use of approved eye-protection is compulsory.
SQUASH BALLS
The Dunlop PRO XX ball will be used.
LOTHING & ADVERTISING
The WSF clothing and advertising regulations will be adhered to. In all matters of judgement or opinion arising from the interpretation of this clothing rule, the decision of the Championships Referee shall be final, except that he/she may not rule illegal or unacceptable an item or a design which has been approved by WSF.
VISA PROCEDURES
Please note that visas may be required to enter Portugal. It is the responsibility of the MNA to ensure all players and officials have the appropriate documentation and that visas are applied for in good time before the Championships.
